2207 OPEN FORUM. “Suspend Standing Orders”

• Community Policing – Speedwatch. – See Item 10. 
             Clerk explained to resident and Council that names received from Salhouse, Rackheath and  

             Blofield had been forwarded to Sgt. A. Hood who at present has not replied. 

 

• Parish Plan, Ms Gallandars gave a progress report as follows. 

The compilation of both Final Reports continues to occupy our time. Currently we are still keeping to the 

schedule for distribution mid Mar 08. However, we shall be better placed to formalise that distribution date at 

the next PC mtg in March. We are also keeping a close eye on the budget situation but the  comprehensive 

report we are planning may result in some increases. 

 

The last draft report CE&P, and its draft action plan, has been sent to BDC for comment. We have received 

very favourable response from BDC on the 6 other draft reports, together with constructive help. 

I have handed 11 copies of the 7 draft WG Reports and 7 draft WG Action Plans to the Chairman for the       

use of the Parish Council, the photocopying expense to be borne by the Parish Council. 

 

The originally low profile volunteers’ day planned for 12
th
 Jan expanded and in the end we exhibited 32 

different groups/activities that people might wish to sign up to. We also gave an update on what actions have 

emerged from the PP process to date. We were also able to glean more feed back. Some 90+ parishioners 

attended with the following results:

 Smaller numbers were interested in the following:  Youth club 1, Adult Education - 1 tutor French, All 

 Saints Exhibition 3, Allotments 4, Photography 2, Sunday School 1 to assist.  

 

 All the information is posted on the website in order to maximise publicity. 

 

• Salhouse website is a basic size (20mb) and now needs to be upgraded in size to be able to exhibit bigger 
 documents namely the Formal Parish Plan Report. Malcolm Prestwood has researched the problem: 

 

• Upgrading of Web site capacity – currently 20mb and £30 per yr.  Increase to 80mb is another £20 i.e. £50 
 per yr and up to 200mb to £80 per yr. 

 

• I formally request that the PC increase their commitment for the web hosting element of the cost from 
 £30per year to £80 per year in order to accommodate the Final Reports on site. In the event that a lower 

 capacity is required, namely 80mb then the figure will be reduced commensurately to £50 per year. See 

 item 8 

 

• We are considering whether to hold a 4th and final Open Day, in the format of an Open Mtg, in either April 
 or May to allow villagers to discuss the Parish Plan Report with the PPSG. Our preferred day is a Saturday 

 and we shall finalise the proposal and date, as applicable, by the end of Feb. 

 

• We intend to have further meetings with landowners and Norfolk County Council, Dept of P and T in the 
 near future. 

 

• The Conservation Report is in progress and will probably take the form of an enhancement document. 
 

• The Community Speedwatch Scheme has sufficient volunteers to proceed and should provide visible and 
 positive evidence of the Parish Plan and the Parish Council’s commitment towards the major issue raised in 

 the Consultation process. 

 

• Finally, I have been invited to attend a BDC Customer Services Review on 7th Feb. I am given to 
 understand that there will be 10 representatives from the Broadland District to be interviewed by 

 consultants as part of the review of customer satisfaction. I shall use the results of the PP to feed back info 

 and should be grateful that, if any Councillor has a specific item they wish me to raise at this forum, they 

 notify me before 6
th
 Feb 

 

 Salhouse Bowls Club requested our assistance in the long term, as after 60 years their future regarding 

 premises was uncertain. Chairman stated that he appreciated the position they were in and suggested that 

 legal advice be sought. Parish Council requires more information.

Vehicle stopped by police; occupant was    

         constantly abusive to officer. Refused fixed penalty notice – subsequently arrested. 

         If there are any concerns or queries please contact myself or a member of the Safer Neighbourhood      

         Team at Acle Police Station, we will be pleased to help. Contact on 0845 457 4567 and then ask to be  

         put through to the Acle SNT. One member will always carry our ‘Blackberry’ to receive calls. We are  

         in addition to Patrol Officers who will respond to your emergency needs. 

 

   Broadland District Councillor Cllr C.Green informed us of some of things that had been occupying his        

 time as below:- 

 

 Budgets: the Council is currently considering budget plans for the next year. Against a background of low 

 council tax policy, significant growth in expenditure and reduction in Government Grant some difficult 

 decisions will need to be taken to maintain the low BDC Council Tax for the forthcoming year. The 

 Overview & Scrutiny C’ttee on which both David Teager and I sit are raising some relevant questions for 



 the Cabinet to consider before recommendations are made. 

 

 Unitary: not much happening here as we are still awaiting Terms of Reference for the Boundary 

 Commission. The situation has been further complicated however. by the Government decision to ask the 

 BC to also extend their investigation to include Suffolk as they have withdrawn support for unitary status 

 in Ipswich. This appears to have opened up another “can of worms”! 

 

 Greater Norwich Development Partnership – the Partnership is currently completing its series of forums 

 on the Issues and Options for housing growth in the Greater Norwich area over the next 20 years. The 

 consultation period completes on Feb 8
th
 after which proposals for Preferred Options are expected to be 

 made later in the year.  Although Government sees Norwich as a growth point they have not so far 

 supported the GNDP arguments for grant support towards providing the necessary infrastructure. This has 

 resulted in a fraught meeting with Go East who set the Eastern Region policy with Government and a 

 further meeting is expected later this month to determine how the shortfall can be overcome. 

 

 BDC Community Partnership – the results of the recent Community programme of workshops have been 

 evaluated; a report is being prepared on the priorities identified. 

 

 Overview & Scrutiny – Time and Task Panels. A group of members on which David Teager and I sit 

 have assisted with the self-assessment of BDC’s Cultural Services prior to the Audit Commission Review 

 in March. We have also been working in teams looking at the various Partnerships with which BDC are 

 involved and provide grant support. This has proved to be a worthwhile exercise looking at in some cases 

 long established partnerships e.g. The Bittern Line to see they are working properly and providing value for 

 money. 

 

 Environment Board – I have been asked to sit on this new Board which is looking at progress on the 

 Climate Change Strategy for Norfolk, how this links with the new Local Area Agreement and the current 

 thinking on how this will get picked up in a Broadland Climate Change Strategy Action Plan. This sounds 

 quite a challenge and I think it will be if we are to keep up with all the Government plans to reduce the 

 effects of Climate Change! 

 

 Training – as a newcomer I am continuing to receive the benefit of a programme of Induction Training 

 which has included a very well run series of workshops by outside trainers on planning. 

 

 Lottery Grants – BDC received a grant of £200k from the Lottery towards the six children’s play projects. 

 A much larger grant of £5mn was awarded to the SUSTRANS project which BDC supported towards 

 providing a network of cycling and footpaths across the UK. This will eventually help locally in the project 

 to provide better links to Whittlingham Park. 

 

 Mobile Networks – a recent meeting at BDC by the Mobile Operators Association provided an up date on 

 plans to prepare for 3G telephone links across the country. This was an interesting opportunity hear about 

 expansion plans for the next generation of mobile telephone systems. 

 

 Planning – there have been several applications come in for Salhouse and I have been keeping a close eye 

 on them! Both David Teager and I have raised concerns regarding the proposal to remove a 300m field 

 hedge to the south of Norwich Rd /Honeycombe Rd.

  A Public Open meeting was held on the 9
th
 January, 2008 for members of the community to discuss the     

  proposed Dakenham Project on Muck Lane, Rackheath. 

  The meeting was well attended by 45 residents from Station Road, Wood Green and the surrounding area.   

  They all had grave concerns regarding increase in traffic and the detrimental effect on them by this    

  proposed development. 

 

  As a result a Residents Action Group has been formed by members of the community to look at ways in   

  which to address their concerns and be prepared to submit letters to Broadland District Council when or if   

  a planning application is lodged by Building Partnerships. 

 

 Cllr suggested that if more than one meeting were listed, they  be headed with the appropriate date. 

    Chairman noted.

 Resident asked why the hoardings were still up at 23c Lower Street, when work which had been approved
