2239 TO CONSIDER APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 
    Apologies from Mr.P.Jefford (Chairman) and Cllr David Teager were forwarded and

2240  DECLARATION OF INTERESTS in any items on the Agenda.  

      Remainder present declared a personal interest in item 9 (Playing Fields) as residents 

      And Mrs. J. Blyth declared interest as two of her children attended the Salhouse Rovers. 

  

2241     CHAIRMANS REPORT: Read by Mr. McCormick in the Chairman’s absence. 

       “Revised plans for a mixed development of 20 dwellings on the old Salhouse Service Station site were 

approved by Broadland District Council on 6
th

 February despite objections from the Parish Council. In 

addition, a number of private letters of objection, together with a petition signed by 135 residents, were sent 

to the District Council. Concerns were raised over many aspects of the proposals, not least the design, 

density and layout of the buildings, access, parking and recreational space, loss of amenity to neighbours 

and breaches of planning guidelines. 

 

 The Parish Council was very disappointed with this outcome. We are not opposed to change for the sake of 

opposition or nimbyism. Although we have always accepted the need for redevelopment of the site in 

principle, and the needs of the owner to realize his asset, our priority must always be one of making the 

best effort for the good of the village as a whole. In this case, there was a lot of talk about the benefits a 

Section 106 Agreement might bring to the village, in terms of cash for much wanted improvements, but 

insufficient emphasis on the physical legacy of the development. 

 The revisions made to the final plans were extremely superficial and did not address the questions and 

concerns raised by   the Parish Council and others. The Planning Application was nevertheless quickly 

approved under delegated powers immediately the consultation period expired, leaving little time for 

objections to be taken into consideration. 

 

 In future, I would like to encourage all residents to pull together at an early stage and support the Parish 

Council and each other in order to ensure that, when another large development proposal comes along, as it 

surely will, the village gets the best possible outcome, because once a development has been built, it is too 

late to complain.” 

 

 Resignations: The Vice Chairman was very sorry to report that one of his first tasks was to announce the 

resignation of Mrs. Betty Youell after 6 years as a Councillor and District County Councillor David Teager 

who had joined us this term but had decided that there were too many conflicting issues with  other duties. 

They will both be missed but would be welcome at any meeting they wish to attend in the future. 

 

2242     OPEN FORUM. “Suspend Standing Orders” 
 Ms P Gallanders announced that she was surprised at Cllr Teagers resignation as he had many ideas for 

improving this village for the residents. There are changes occurring in the village that are partly due to 

ideas that he has put forward and work that he has carried out at Broadland on behalf of the village. 

 She hopes that his resignation will not mean that we have lost the benefit of his advice.

   Broadland District Councillor Cllr C.Green 

 Budgets: the Council is now in the process of confirming it’s below 3% (2.94%) Council Tax increase 

 for 2008/09 which will be one of the lowest in the County.  

 Unitary: Local Government Minister, John Healey, announced on 6 February 2008 that the 

 Boundary Committee of the Electoral Commission has been asked to carry out a review between now and 

 31 December 2008, and to advise him whether there could be alternative unitary  councils in Exeter, 

 Ipswich and Norwich and their surrounding areas. Unitary Councils could replace the current “two 

 tier” system in Norfolk of a County and district councils. Unitary authorities deliver all council services 

 including social services, education, refuse collection, highways, etc. The Boundary Committee is now 

 considering whether it has the resource to complete the work as they are now being asked to identify 

 possible solutions which is a u-turn  from the previous position where Government asked  the existing 

 councils to make  recommendations on how “the carve up” should look. Broadland’s position is that it 

 will still be business as usual - this means we will continue to deliver services and to make improvements 

 to services wherever we can. Unlike some other Councils BDC has not spent large sums on preparing for

 any Unitary proposals preferring to scrutinise any that come forward! 

 Greater Norwich Development Partnership – the consultation on the Joint Core Strategy Issues  and 

Options has now closed. The results will be analysed and Preferred Options will  recommended.  This will 

be followed by a further six weeks consultation in the Autumn. The proposal to close NU’s Pinebanks 

already demonstrates how difficult it will be to hold back the  developers but BDC is still firmly of the 

view that funding whether by developer levy or government grant is needed to provide the necessary 

infrastructure to achieve all the housing growth being imposed. The Gov’t has set a target of 18,000 homes 

in the GN area by 2016! 

 Post Office Closures - Broadland residents will have the opportunity to participate in our area 

“consultation”, that of the "Norfolk and West Suffolk Plan". The public consultation will start on 

Wednesday, 26
th

 March, and run thro’ to Monday 2
nd

 June. Consultations last 6 weeks but the local 

consultation has been extended for four weeks because some elections will take place for 4 weeks during 

this period.
 
 

 Norfolk Waste Management Partnership – I am representing BDC on the Norfolk Waste Partnership 

which looks at ways of improving service between the collectors (the District  Councils) and the disposer 

(Norfolk County Council). There are still many initiatives being discussed under Local Area Agreements 

to improve recycling but several authorities have work to do to get up to the 50% recycling level BDC has 

achieved. The publication Your Rubbish Your Waste has been well received and will continue for the next 

year at least with a new website about to be launched. Following the February meeting, a series of awards 

were made to individuals, groups and companies in the county for waste reduction, reuse and recycling. 

Roys of Wroxham were amongst the finalists and were commended for their recycling efforts. 

 Norwich Airport Control Procedures – a consultation is taking place regarding the replacement  of an 

aircraft control beacon on Rackheath airfield with one already on the airport. In order to  utilise 

the existing airfield beacon, new instrument procedures are required. The proposed routing takes the traffic 

over Coltishall, Belaugh, Wroxham and Salhouse. The Chairman of Belaugh Meeting (Gerry Hermer a 

pilot himself) is concerned this could change the quiet enjoyment of people in this area. His concerns are 

being raised with the airport. 

 Wind Power Workshop – I recently attended a workshop in Bury St Edmunds looking at Gov’t plans to 

develop more renewable energy from wind power both onshore and offshore. Several of  the Councils 

across East Anglia are already seeing more applications! 

 Broads Internal Drainage Board – as reported in the EDP, Henry Cator Chairman has sent a letter on 

behalf of the Board (on which David Teager and I sit) to the Environment Agency requesting support for a 

Yare Barrier. Parish Council Councils in Yarmouth and Broadland are  being asked to also support this 

initiative. 

 Planning – No matters concerning Salhouse have come before the Planning Committee.  Applications at 

Foxhill, BellLane, Mill Lodge, Mill Road & Salhouse Service Station were all approved under delegated 

powers. Under a Sect 106 Agreement the village will receive just over  £70k towards Childrens Play and a 

contribution of £5k towards upgrading the footpath to Salhouse Station before the Service Station 

development starts. The proposed garage at 23C Lower Street was refused under delegated powers.

Formal Report 

 

The Parish Plan is now being compiled and proof read prior to a dummy run at the printers scheduled for the week 

commencing 10
th

 Mar. It is now a document comprising some 72 pages and in full colour. 

 

Household Report 

 

The Household Report will follow the format of the main body of the Formal Report, less the annexes and in Black 

and White. The Steering Group felt the village should be provided with the maximum amount of information as the 

finances made possible. The cost implications of doing anything other than B/W were prohibitive.  

 

The annexes comprise the Compass analysis, Highways Strategic Appraisal, Footpath Report and Conservation 

Report. All these will be available in the public domain, namely libraries and the website. 

 

Norfolk County Council  - Highways Strategic Appraisal/Footpath Report 

 

• All Councillors should now be in possession of the Appraisal and the Report. 

• This Appraisal was determined after a meeting with Norfolk County Council Transport and Planning 

Department. It is an overview of the parish highways and presents the concerns of the parishioners arising 

from the consultation process. 

• NCC has accepted the Appraisal as being comprehensive and a working document. 

• Already 3 proposals have been made by NCC 

 

Stn Rd/Muck Lane Railway Bridge. – An assessment of dangers etc to pedestrians in this location has been 

carried. The site rated 3
rd

 out of 405 in the County. This will now proceed to feasibility and, as appropriate, design 

and implementation over the next 3yrs. Implicit in this is the continued availability of funding. 

 

Footpath 14 – Stn Rd to Hall Drive – This has now been added to the NCC maintenance schedule and clearing has 

already been carried out. It is intended to upgrade the surface to make it suitable for all weathers and to encourage 

more users in both directions. 

 

Thieves Lane- We conducted a site visit and were advised by NCC to submit a request for a footway assessment for 



the Lane. Already Thieves Lane is on the schedule for drainage works and widening at the southerly end. 

 

Funding. 

 

The budget for the PP was drawn up in February 2006 based on the experiences of other parishes in England. The 

Parish Council made a commitment amounting to some £1600. (NRCC granted £1500 and BDC granted £500) 

 

Since then, the enthusiasm of the Steering Group, the response from the village and the need to report fully and with 

transparency has resulted in a projected budget shortfall of some £520-00. This has been incurred by additional 

room hire costs, extra Open Days, stationery and publicity, inter alia. 

 

To clarify, in the budget both Formal and Household Reports were assessed as 16 pages while the current Reports 

are running at 72 pages. This is where the main part of the deficit falls. 

 

Accordingly, we request that the Parish Council agree to a further grant of £150 towards the budget shortfall. 

 

Open Meeting 
 

We recognise the limitations which prevent the PC having its Annual Parish Meeting before 6pm. Accordingly, the 

Steering Group intends to hold an Open Meeting, to which the Parish Council will be formally invited, and at which 

villagers will be able to discuss the Parish Plan Reports and the Way Ahead. A date has yet to be decided but will be 

determined by the distribution date of the Household Questionnaire. 

 

Village Groups and Activities 

 

8 groups have now been formed as a result of the last Open Day: Community Speedwatch, grant application 

committee, community support group, history, gardening, wine, book clubs and ‘ramblers’ group. An environment 

enhancement group is next as is an IT club, possibly in the autumn.
